1. That are registered or headquartered in the State of Israel; or
2. That supply military, logistical, intelligence, or other goods or services to the Israeli Defence Forces which may facilitate ongoing violations of international humanitarian law, international criminal law, or the Genocide Convention.
As an investor and contributor to this fund, I am requesting a full and detailed response to these questions. It is my strong preference that none of my pension savings or investments contribute to the financing of unlawful occupation, systemic human rights abuses, or breaches of international law.
